You have little to no repetitious words. There are numerous powerful words in your writing. 
You have added dialogue where appropriate and used it correctly (35 Points). 

 
You have a few (2-3) repetitious words. There are some powerful words in your writing. You 
have added dialogue where appropriate and you may have had difficulty formatting it 
correctly (25 Points). 

 
You have a few (4-5) repetitious words. There are 1-2 powerful words in your writing. You 
have added dialogue where appropriate and you may have had difficulty formatting it 
correctly (15 Points). 

 
Your writing lacks evidence of revision. There are many repetitious words, and it does not 
appear that you worked to incorporate powerful vocabulary words. You may or may not have 
made an attempt to use dialogue appropriately (0 Points). 
          
Drafts: you have maintained numerous drafts of your work as evidence of your editing 
and revision. Each writing piece you have included in your portfolio includes several 
drafts that show the growth of the writing piece over time, and your response to the 
editing and revision remarks of others. 
 
Each piece contains a final copy as well as three other drafts. It is evident that the writer 
responded to editing remarks in one way or another (either following suggestions or making 
his or her own changes) (30 Points). 
 
Most pieces (1-2 may be missing a draft) have three drafts. It is evident the writer responded 
to editing remarks in one way or another. There may be some editing suggestions that lacked 
a response in a later draft (20 Points). 
 
More than two writing pieces are missing three drafts. There may be some editing suggestions 
that lacked a response in a later draft (10 Points). 
 
The writing submitted lacks evidence of maintaining numerous drafts as evidence of editing 
and revising (0 Points).
